Despite the different characteristics of these wines due do the varied terroir
they do display similar traits. These include a garnet color, powerful structure, high acidity and alcohol levels, unmistakable aromas
of tar and roses, firm tannins, and the capacity to age for many years. As the tannins soften over time, the complexity shows
through with hints of earth, truffles and dark chocolate.

The Sangiovese grape is Tuscany’s most prominent varietal, although many different clones exist. In the 1970’s, a new class of wines known in the trade as “Super
Tuscans” emerged, launching this region at the forefront of the great wine-making areas of the world. Although an extraordinary amount of wines claim to be “the
first Supertuscan,” most agree that this credit belongs to Sassicaia, the brainchild of Marchese Mario Incisa who planted Cabernet Sauvignon at his Tenuta San
Guido estate in Bolgheri in 1944. The innovative decision to plant this variety was partly due to the similarity he had noted between Tuscan terrain and that of Graves
in Bordeaux. Super Tuscans are essentially “Bordeaux blend”, a combination of varietals such as Cabernet Sauvignon, Cabernet Franc, Syrah, and Merlot. California
